Tokushima-Komatsushima Port is making rapid progress with the aim of being an important logistics hub.
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Tokushima-Komatsushima Port continues evolving in accordance with the needs of the times, aiming to establish
an efficient logistics system, forming a rich and human-friendly living space, and improving national resilience.
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Okinosu(soto) region
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The largest quay in the prefecture is adjacent to the container terminal.
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Akaishi region
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This is one of the few ports in Shikoku where long-distance ferries stop, and it serves as the gateway to Shikoku. In 2016, a quay with
high earthquake resistance and a water depth of 8.5 m that could accept larger ferries was completed. There are hopes that this will
increase production activities of local companies and that it will serve as a loading dock for emergency supplies in times of disaster.
Additionally, cruise ships have recently been calling on this port.
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Tsuda region
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This region played an important role as the center of the timber industry, one of the important local industries of Tokushima Prefecture.
Presently, the Tokushima Tsuda Interchange of the Tokushima-Nanbu Expressway has been established, and land reclamation for new
industrial locations is being conducted.
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As the ocean gateway to Shikoku, this region was once bustling with travelers. While striving for the revitalization of the old port city, local citizens,
related organizations, and Komatsushima City partnered together, and with the Komatsushima Minato Exchange Center Kocolo as the central point,
they held a series of events and worked towards revitalization. Nowadays, it has become a relaxing space that attracts many people even on weekdays.
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Kanaiso region
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In 1967 a 9 m water depth, 1 berth quay was established, and in 1973 an 11 m water depth, 1 berth quay was established to handle
forestry products in the Komatsushima Port region. This area deals with imports of raw wood, shipments of stones and other items, and
calls from cruise ships. It plays an important role by serving as a strategic position for maritime logistics.
